Bonus Program:  For non-Senior umpires, there is an additional $2.00 payout given at the end of the season for each game worked (excludes tournaments).  The bonus is awarded for all umpires that worked their assigned games and did not have a ‘no-show’ against their record.  With one no-show, the bonus is cut in half, with two no-shows; the bonus reverts back to $0. With three no-shows, the umpire will be dropped from the program.

Illness:  If an umpire is ill and is assigned a game, they are to contact the UIC as soon as possible.  In this case only, the UIC will find a replacement for the ill umpire; otherwise, all other replacements are the responsibility of the scheduled umpire.  Each umpire is allowed (1) sick-day; after which, they will be charged with one no-show.  Replacements must be of equal or higher skill.  Adult or senior umpires are to be used for 10U games only as a last choice (due to budget constraints).

Uniform:  It is recommended that plate umpires wear pants due to the shin guard straps and due to the constant demands of the position.  Umpires cannot work properly if they are confined by jeans or are wearing short-shorts (neither are allowed).  Pants and shorts must be black, navy blue or grey.  Umpires are not to report to work in clothing outside of uniform, are not to report to work with un-natural hair color (pink, green, etc), and should not wear jewelry other than a watch.  Remember, you are all role models to the organization and your appearance is essential.

TRAINING:



Training is an essential function in the umpire program.  Therefore, it is expected that all umpires will attend their level specific training sessions.  All umpires are welcomed and encouraged to attend all sessions.  Due to the large umpire roster and budget constraints, we will not be paying umpires to attend training sessions this season.  However, umpires will be paid for the March 20th practice games:

If an umpire is unable to stay for the entire day, then they will be paid $5.00 for attending.  We’ll talk more about these practice games as time gets closer.
